Examples of sharing include emailing published materials to colleagues, posting published materials to your intranet site, uploading published materials to collaboration sites such as SharePoint, storing copies of published materials on an internal CRM resource such as Salesforce, distributing published materials as part of internal trainings or meetings, uploading published materials to an AI tool for summarization/analysis/translation, using published content to fine tune or train an internal large language model, and photocopying published materials.

Remember

You will receive a daily email reminding you to go to the survey and submit your information for the day. Some participants prefer to set their own calendar reminders.  Do what works for you.
